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75 Years after the Bombing:
'The Light captured by Hiroshima Photographers

In 1945, Hiroshima was completely destroyed by the atomic
bombing. Referring to the unprecedented condition of the city, it
was believed that not even a single blade of grass would grow in
Hiroshima for 75 years. However, the effort of many people to
rebuild the city and the lives there has made Hiroshima today.

The city of Hiroshima has been captured by photographers in Japan
and abroad from a variety of perspectives. They include not only
photographs of the damage caused by the atomic bombing, but also
photographs of the casual but irreplaceable lives of the people of
Hiroshima.

This exhibition focuses on Hiroshima as captured by six
photographers from Hiroshima Prefecture. Matsushige Yoshito
(1913-2005) decided to take pictures while hesitating about
photographing the victims of the atomic bombing in the immediate.
Akeda Koshi (1922-2015) documented the post-war reconstruction
of Hiroshima with a gentle gaze. Takada Shizuo (1909-1963), an
Olympic athlete, after suffering from A-bomb disease, became
passionate about capturing the peaceful daily life. Sako Koichi
(1918-2010) received international acclaim for his work capturing
the landscape and life of people in his hometown from a figurative
perspective. Fujioka Aya (1972-) and Sasaoka Keiko (1978-)
expressed the memory of the atomic bombing from a contemporary
perspective, which was never experienced but is latent. This
exhibition traces the ways in which photographers in Hiroshima
have tried to capture everyday scenes in their own ways as the city

transitions from post-war to the present day.
